SPRING FIELD TRIP

SATURDAY, MAY 17, 2008

WHERE:
Little Lake Ranch (Private Property) with Sandy Rogers

HOW:
7:30 a.m., meet at the Museum. Because we have a petroglyph trip on this date, please park in the dirt adjacent to our parking lot and check in with Sandy in the parking lot.  The petroglyph group will be leaving about the time you arrive, so we are trying to avoid confusion.


Participants will be required to sign liability waiver.  Car caravan will be organized, as a limited number of cars are allowed on ranch property.

COST:
$35 members, $50 nonmembers. Lunch is included, provided by the ranch caretaker.  The member price applies to members only, not nonmember guests.  

LIMIT:
20 people; deadline for reservations is May 12.
NOTE:
Moderate walking is required.

Not suggested for children under 8 years old.


No pets are allowed.


The Museum store will be open before and after the trip.

Trip Description:

Little Lake represents one of the few perennial water sources in an arid land, and the area offers an outstanding display of Native American Rock art, both petroglyphs (carved or pecked figures) and pictographs (painted figures.)  The images are quite similar to Coso rock art, with the addition of some Mojave Desert and Great Basin styles.  There is a major late prehistoric Paiute-Shoshone winter village site toward the southwest edge of the lake, named Pagunda (“Lake”), with rock art, artifact scatters and rock rings.  The major concentrations of rock art are at Atlatl Cliff, around Pagunda, and at the south end of the lake.  All are spectacular!  This land is private property, and we are thrilled to be allowed access for this trip.  

Please arrive with a full tank of gas and drinking water for the day.  The usual dress code for field trips applies – hat, sunscreen, comfortable walking or hiking shoes.  The weather in May can be warm.  We will probably disperse around 3:30 or 4 p.m., at which time you can return to the Museum or head for home.  The Museum store closes at 5.

Don’t forget cameras, lots of film and your binoculars.

Cancellation policy:  If the Museum cancels your trip, you will be given a full refund or you may transfer the money to a different trip.  No cash refunds will be given if you cancel.  However, if the trip is full and we can sell your space, your money will be refunded.  If you must cancel, please notify the Museum as soon as possible so that people on the waiting list can be notified.  Thank you.
